Quick Programming Guide
A. Enter program mode:

a. Enter *5269 on the keypad.
b. You will hear two beeps.
B. Programming telephone numbers:
a. Enter programming mode (*5269)
b. Enter any three number resident code (101)
c. You will hear one beep
d. Enter the telephone number and press #

e. You will hear two beeps.

f. Enter resident code 102.
g. You will hear one beep

h. Enter the telephone number and press #

i. You will hear two beeps.

j. Repeat the above steps until you are finished.
k. Enter ## to exit programming.

C. Programming entry codes:
a. Enter programming mode (*5269)
b. Enter #1

c. Enter any four-digit number between 0000 and 8999.

d. Wait for two beeps.

e. If a second entry code is desired enter #1.

f. Enter any four-digit number between 0000 and 8999.

g. Wait for two beeps.

h. If a third entry code is desired enter #1.

i. Enter any four-digit number between 0000 and 8999.

j. Use similar procedures to program up to resident capacity.
k. Enter ## to exit programming.

D. Programming resident names on the display:
a. All telephone numbers and entrance codes must be completed prior to entry of resident names.
b. Enter programming mode (*5269)

c. Enter #92

d. Enter each letter with two key strokes corresponding to the key number and letter position, i.e. A is 21, B is 22 etc. (for Q enter 12 and for Z enter 13)

e. Enter 11 for a space and 11, 11, 11, etc. to replace the remainder of the periods on that line with spaces.

f. Press # to continue with the next listing. 
g. Press the start button to exit the Edit Program.
E. Starting over: (This will erase all prior programming)
a. To erase and start over enter programming mode (*5269)

b. Enter #*0 and wait for long series of beeps.
c. Enter setup code #0333300 and wait for two beeps.

d. Program telephone numbers, entry codes and resident names.
e. Enter ## to exit programming.
